While on the topic of the inshore comp.
there has been a lot of comment and
criticism along the lines that the rules that
were sent out with the last Bulletin are
wrong. | won’t argue whether that is right
or wrong, but some members have told me
that there have been changes made. The
Constitution of the club does not allow for
the fishing rules to be changed without
going through a formal process. That

process is; that any amendments must be
tabled in writing at a meeting and
debated and voted on at the next
meeting, in this way the changes are
recorded in the meeting minutes and we
avoid the current situation from re-
occurring.

To ensure that the fishing rules reflect
good fishing practice and are a fair
representation of the member’s desires, |
invite ALL members to have a close read
of the rules that you received, if there are
any corrections/changes that you feel
should be made, PUT THEM IN
WRITING, bring them or send them with
some one to this month’s meeting so that
we can vote on them at the March meeting.
The committee will then reissue the
amended rules to all members in the
following Bulletin.

It is wvital that ALL MEMBERS
ATTEND this months meeting, we will be
making a decision on whether or not the
club will run the Challenge again this year.
Prior to tabling that motion, I will be
calling for nominations for the roll of
Challenge C0-Ordinator. Wall Ninnes has
done a fantastic job over the last few years,
both in running the challenge and in setting
up all the spread sheets and info packs so
that the new team can hit the decks
running, and they will need to be running
because we are already a month behind
Wal’s schedule.

The Co-coordinators roll is not one that

considerable amount of time pressing the flesh and walking the talk with the major sponsors and in maintaining follow-up
communication with a lot of the other sponsors. They must also work very closely with the back room administrators who do
all the art work and lay out for the entry forms, posters and magazine. In the past Wal has committed his own company’s staff
to these duties but that arrangement is no longer an option so we must also consider how we are going to manage this vital
function as well. If you would like more info on the roll, please ring Wal, George or myself.

The bottom line is; if we do not have a coordinator, we cannot run the challenge.

We will also be electing a new Social coordinator at this meeting due to Roy’s resignation. The social coordinator is
responsible to ensure that there is sufficient stocks of food etc. maintained for the weigh ins and other social events that the
club conducts and to organize social events. I have had two verbal nominations to date and look forward to receiving written
nominations from those and any other members at the start of the meeting.

Democracy is a marvelous invention, it can also be a night mare, | say this because over the last few weeks I have received
feedback from a number of members regarding the running of the club and the meetings in general. Those comments range
from;

1 The meetings are starting late and running too long.

1 The meetings are taken up with too much discussion of administrative issues.

1 Why don’t we have more guest speakers like we used to do.

1 Members are being denied their democratic right because the Committee is making all the decisions.

1 The meetings are being disrupted by having half the attendees inside at the meeting and half on the veranda having their
own conversations.
1 Too much drinking going on during the meeting.
1 Too many discussions have to be repeated because the outside group wasn’t listening the first time.

As the Chairman of the meetings, I can dictate a fix for some of those issues, but I would rather the members exercise their
democratic right to decide what the meeting format should be, after all it is the member’s meeting not mine. I would like to
suggest the following format as a means of addressing some of the issues raised;

1 The meetings start at 7-30pm.
1 The meeting be conducted in two sessions
1 First session = Minutes, correspondence and reports
7 A ten minute break
1 Second session = General business with all discussion through the chair.
1 The whole meeting is conducted within the meeting room.
1 Any member using profanity be asked to leave the meeting.

Then there is the more complex issue of the balance of democracy and autocracy, where do the members want to draw the line
between having the confidence in the elected committee to manage the clubs activities and management or to bring every
thing to the meeting for discussion. If you want shorter meetings, then you have to have confidence that the committee will
perform their duties with the best interests of the members and the club in mind. The alternative is that you can have a fully
democratic system where by every thing is brought to the open forum for discussion, and long meetings.

The question you have to consider is; Why do we elect a Management Committee if we don’t let them manage in good faith.
I look forward to hearing your thoughts on these issues at the meeting.

INSHORE REPORT

The sign on day held on the 31st of January went extremely well. I would like to thank all the members who lent a hand to
make the day a successful event.

A special welcome to all of our new members and [ would request that everybody take the time to introduce yourselves to
them and make them feel part of the club.

We tried, in response from requests from some members, to make the Ladies/Juniors days more of a social event and to
encourage greater participation by combining them with some overnight open trips.

However, after the first combined trip it became evident that there are too many drawbacks that far outweigh any positives
that were intended.

Ladies/Juniors days will revert back to the original format and a new itinerary will be issued once the rules and any
amendments have been accepted by the members.

Points awarded to the two juniors who participated in the first trip will stand and be included in the overall tally for the year.
No ladies fished the trip.

The competition rules that have been passed on to the current committee still contain two points that, to the best of our
knowledge, were apparently voted on and accepted quite some time ago. The amendments have not been actioned and need to
be presented to members at the next general meeting, tabled for one month and be voted on at the following general meeting
on the 18th of March.

The points in question are;
1 Cod is to have a maximum size limit of 80cms.

1 The paragraph relating to Flathead larger than 75cms attracting 50 bonus points if verified by a decky or another
boat be deleted from the rules.

Also, it has been suggested that should a member miss the weigh-in time due to extenuating circumstances and has notified
the Competition Secretary or Inshore Captain, an extension period of 20 minutes will apply. This will replace the rule
whereby the Inshore Captain was to make a decision as to wether the member could weigh-in or not.

There will also be a draft of suggested “Beach Trip Competition Rufégvailable at the next meeting. The club has never had
any formal rules for Beach trips so this is your opportunity to have some input into what they should be.

All competitors must register with the Competition Secretary, Wayne McDermid, Ph: 3829 0265, Mob: 0401 194 382, or in
unforseen circumstances, the Inshore Captain, Barry Lewis, Ph: 3824 1504, Mob: 0458 283 486, by 7.30pm on Thursday prior
to any club competition.

Weigh-out procedures are as per the Inshore Competition Rules. If you do not have a copy please contact me. The weigh-out
time means we leave at that time, it’s not lines down time. Once on the water you MUST contact the Inshore Captain, call
sign “Bay Runner”, on 27 meg, channel 94 to confirm you are fishing the competition. If you are going home prior to weigh-
in time also contact the Inshore Captain to advise so.

It might sound like a pain in the you-know-what but the club has a duty of care to it’s members. We want to make sure
everyone is safe and accounted for.

At the next general meeting I would like to start a “Show & Tell” segment. If there is anything you would like to bring along,
e.g.: tackle or rigs that you use, bait, etc, or maybe you can tell us about your secret spots, how, when and where you have had
success catching fish.
