Presidents Report

The meeting dragged on a bit but it was 

necessary to allow for ample discussion on 

some important issues, not the least of 

which was the Challenge.  For those of you 

that havenôt heard yet Brett Ashcroft has 

stepped up to the line and is again our 

Challenge chairman, Brett has called a 

challenge meeting for 7-30pm on Tuesday 

9th March.  For the newer members and 

current members who havenôt  had the 

opportunity to assist, now is the time to 

step up and get involved, Brett will need all 

the help he can get due to the late start to 

proceedings. 

Fishing Competition Rules, we received 

several motions for change which will be 

discussed at the meeting on 18th March, the 

motions are as follows;

Flathead over 75cm (two motions on 

this point) 

3. Size of Luderich to be 30cm in 

accordance to DPI size laws. 

4. That the extension of time clause for 

being late for Weigh in be a maximum 

of twenty (20) minutes and only if the 

person has rung/radioed the Captain or 

Comp. Secretary. 

5. The clause dealing with weigh out times 

have the words ñ30 minutes prior to 

start timeò deleted 

6. A variation to the weigh in time 

extension to be set at ñwithin 30 

minutes of the designated time. 

7. A draft set of Beach Trip Competition 

rules was tabled. (See separate page 

included in this edition.) 

8. Amendment to the draft beach rules, 

ñThat the maximum points for any one 

species be changed from 500 to 250 

points. 

9. The start time for beach fishing be set at 

9-00pm or when all campers booked in 

for arrival on the first night have 

arrived at the camp site. 

10.  The movers of these amendments will 

be asked to speak to their motion to 

explain their reasoning for the change 

before the motion goes to general 

discussion. 

During the discussion of these changes, 

standard Hansard rules of Debate will be 

enforced to ensure a timely resolution of 

the votes.

Our first trip of the year was on the 5th & 6th of Feb and 

was in the new format of combined Inshore and Ladies/

Juniors competition. Unfortunately there are too many 

drawbacks compared to any positives and we will be 

reverting back to our original format of separate Ladies/

Juniors days. 

A revised Itinerary is included with this Newsletter, please 

disregard the previous Itinerary and refer to the new one.  

The only change is the inclusion of a Ladies/Juniors day on 

the 2nd May. 

The number of members who weighed in would have been 

one of the largest we have had for a long time.  It was 

pleasing to see some of our new members weighing in fish 

and socialising.

Our 2nd trip was held on the 26th & 27th in windy and wet 

conditions but despite the weather we had a good turn up at 

the weigh-in.

Well done Wal, itôs great to see a mixed bag 

come in on both comps as itôs a reflection of the health of 

the bay.

Spangled Emperor (Sweetlip) which was also a bonus fish. 

The real surprise was that there were 3 Mangrove Jack 

weighed in.  In previous years we might see one for the year 

if we are lucky.  Phil Brasher, Eden Whittell and Tony 

Mitchell each had quality fish with Philôs weighing in at 

3.03kg. 

The one thing that has impressed me with the 2 comps is the 

number of species that have been weighed in and the quality 

of the fish.

Hello? 

Hints for making bubble solutions  
¶ Mix up the recipes the day before for best results. 

¶ Glycerine is inexpensive and can be found in most 

supermarkets.  The children think that the bubbles are 

so much better that it is worth keeping a small bottle 

on hand. 

¶ Try using sugar or honey if you don't have corn syrup 

in the house. 

Giant Bubbles  

Cut two sections of straws, about 15cm long. Cut a string 

about 60cm long. Pull the string through the straws, tie the 

string in a knot, and hide the knot inside a straw. By 

putting your hands on the straws and pulling, you create a 

square or rectangle. Dip this form into the pan of bubble 

solution, and gently draw it through the air. Voila, a giant 

bubble."
