We had two trips since the last meeting, an inshore trip on the 

13/14th with a weather report of 25-30 knots and rain which scared

Species of the trip was Whiting, back-up Flathead.  Wal landed a 

Flathead but it was a bit long one end! 

A motion was moved and passed at the general meeting on the 18th 

March, that in future, should the species of the trip and the b/up not 

be caught a random draw of the species that were caught be drawn 

out of a hat and that species will be awarded the 50 points. 

Wal was awarded the $25.00 Gift Voucher for his efforts, being the 

only member to fish the trip.

The second trip was the Beach trip to Straddie.  Every one I have 

spoken to said it was a great trip, sorry I missed it, I had some sort 

of bug running around inside me that put me in hospital for 4 days.

Date: Saturday 10th April 2010 

Fishing grounds: All boats off North Straddie & Moreton Island 

Weather: 10 knots from the NE and a 0.7metre southerly swell 

Club participants: 6 Boats fished 12 members & 4 visitors. 

It was a 430am start @ Redland Bay ramp. As usual there was a convey of vessels heading for the South 
Passage Bar. The bar was flat on both crossings as we crossed it on the incoming tide, however members 
mustnôt take that experience as the norm as the bar does get dicey at times. The Admity channel was used by 
all boats. 

I stole the Inshore Captain for the trip, you guys mustnôt have many early starts on the inshore trips, the phone 
went dead when I said to meet me at the club at 4am. Iôm sure he had a good day, he caught a nice snapper on 
the first or second drift and I heard him say he could get used to this! 

Again the bait grounds didnôt perform as most boats limped away with hardly a fish, they were probably scared 
off as I counted 13 boats at one stage all doing circles. Most boats went off in every which way, some still 
chasing the pelagic and some heading for the bottom feeders. Blacky went north with not much luck, Kenny 
and Leon did their own thing, again Leon pouring his 
special brew over the side. Macca and Sterlo stalking 
the southern grounds as did a few of us. Brenton 
jagged the winning fish for the day landing a 10.5 kilo 
Spanish mackerel just off Straddie, what a fight, Barry 
and I just waited to see the thing come onboard! 

It was great to see such a turn out, I think itôs the record 
at least for the past 2 years. Well done for everyone 
who attended, and a special mention to young Ethan, 
pretty impressive effort at that age. 

The winner of the trip was Brenton @ 253 points and 
runner up was Leon @ 131 points.
