Kyle Pharr won the trip including species (Bream) with
a total of 79 points. Mum Kerrie won the ladies
division with 37 points and Toni Kennett was third
with 28 points.

The third trip was held on 7th/8th May in near perfect
conditions, except for a neap tide. There was only
about a meter difference between low and high tide.

Ernie Richards won the trip with a bag of Bream
including a bonus fish which was also species of the
trip and 3 whiting and a total of 173 points.

Wal Ninnes was runner up with a bag of Bream, 1
Flathead and a nice Jew and 150 points and a net score
of 90 after his handicap was deducted.

Although there were not a lot of fish weighed in overall,
it was pleasing to see the number of species, Bream,
Whiting, Squire, Tailor, Moses Perch, Trevally and
Jew.

Our last trip was the Artificial Bait day on the 16th of
May.

We had the best number of competitors since holding
these trips with 6 members weigh in in and a few that
obviously had no fish and didn’t come to weigh in.

There was only a slight breeze and overcast conditions
which made for a pleasant day out on the water.

Again, there were a variety of species weigh in, Bream,
Tailor, Trevally, Mackerel, Cod, Squire and Flathead.

Wayne McDermid won the trip with four cracker
Flathead, 3 being bonus fish, The largest weighing 2.33
kgs. He also landed one oversized fish that measured
93cms.
